SUBJECT/ISSUE: 
 Faculty of Medicine & Dentistry (FOMD) – Dissolution of Virtual Schools 
 
ISSUE BRIEF -- BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION: 
 At its October 28, 2009 meeting, GFC APC approved, under a delegation provided within 

the UAPPOL Centres and Institutes Policy (and related Procedures), a proposal from the 
Faculty of Medicine & Dentistry to reshape the Faculty to better enhance strategic planning 
capacity to further the University’s academic plan by creating eight virtual “schools of 
thought” by clustering existing Departments around a common interest to increase cross-
discipline and cross-departmental collaborations and target strategic initiatives to further 
Dare to Discover.  At its June 22, 2011 meeting, GFC APC approved a modification of the 
composition and number of schools for a total of nine schools.  Appendix A outlines the 
membership of the nine current schools.  
  

 At the time the schools were established, the Faculty committed to a review of the virtual 
structure and the school lead concept to assess effectiveness and determine whether 
modifications were required. 

 
 This review, recently concluded by the Faculty, recommended the virtual school structure be 

dissolved.  Certain Dean’s advisory committees established, however, will continue in a 
modified form.  

 
 As these schools did not replace the current departmental structure nor did they change 

departmental responsibilities related to budgets, appointments, or faculty evaluation, there 
are no financial encumbrances, physical resources, or an effect on teaching or other 
obligations resulting from the proposed termination of the nine virtual schools. 

 
 Note that, on January 11, 2012, the GFC Academic Planning Committee approved the 

alternative new name for the Department of Dentistry - the “School of Dentistry”- for 
marketing and branding purposes.  This recommendation is not intended to alter the GFC 
APC approval of this alternative naming of the Department of Dentistry.  

 
RECOMMENDED COURSE OF ACTION: 
 That the GFC Academic Planning Committee approve, under the delegated authority from 

General Faculties Council, the Faculty of Medicine & Dentistry’s September 25, 2012 
Faculty Council recommendation to terminate the nine virtual schools.

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Tuition Proposal, 2013-14 
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TUITION POLICY 

Under the provincial Public Post-Secondary Institutions’ Tuition Fees Regulation, annual tuition increases are 

tied to the Alberta Consumer Price Index (CPI) based on average monthly increases from July to June.  For 

2013-14, Alberta Ministry of Enterprise and Advanced Education calculated the maximum allowable tuition 

increase to be 2.15 percent. 

 

THE BUDGET CONTEXT 

Tuition fee revenue is integral to the University’s continued vitality and success.  It is the second largest source 

of unrestricted operating funds and represents approximately 23 percent of total operating revenues. 

 

With limited improvements in the fiscal environment the university continues to face significant budget 

pressures. While the province has committed to 2% annual grant increases to 2014-15 this falls short of the 

4% requirement as outlined in the Comprehensive Institutional Plan. 

 

Despite consecutive years of budget re-allocations the university continues to face challenges in balancing 

limited growth in operating revenue against rising investment costs for teaching and research (faculty, staff 

and facilities).  With limited grant funding and a stagnant investment climate, the university must continue 

to maximize all revenue opportunities. 

 

 

TUITION PROPOSAL 

It is recommended that all general, differential and market modifier tuition fees increase by 2.15 percent 

effective September 1, 2013.  In addition, consistent with the University of Alberta’s principle that international 

students pay the full cost of their education, it is recommended that international tuition (base plus differential) 

also increase by 2.15 percent.  Details of the proposal are outlined below.
