1. Post-Secondary Learning Act (PSLA): The Post-Secondary
Learning Act (PSLA) gives GFC responsibility, subject to the
authority of the Board of Governors, over academic affairs Section
26(1)).

2. PSLA: The PSLA gives Faculty Councils power to “provide for the
admission of students to the faculty” (29(1)(c)).

3. UAPPOL Admissions Policy: “Admission to the University of
Alberta is based on documented academic criteria established by
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individual Faculties and approved by GFC. This criteria may be
defined in areas such as subject requirements, minimum entrance
averages, and language proficiency requirements. In addition to
academic requirements for admission, GFC authorizes each Faculty
to establish such other reasonable criteria for admission of
applicants as the Faculty may consider appropriate to its programs
of study, subject to the approval of GFC (e.g. interview, audition,
portfolio, etc.)

The admission requirements for any Faculty will be those approved
by GFC as set forth in the current edition of the University Calendar.
In addition to the admission requirements, selection criteria for quota
programs, where they exist, will also be published in the current
edition of the University Calendar.

The responsibility for admission decisions will be vested in the
Faculty Admission Committees or in the Deans of the respective
Faculties, as the councils of such Faculties will determine.”

4. UAPPOL Admissions Procedure:

“PROCEDURE
1. EFFECTIVE DATE OF CHANGES TO ADMISSION
REGULATIONS

Following approval by GFC:

a. Where changes to admission regulations may disadvantage
students in the current admission cycle, normally implementation will
be effective after the change has been published in the University
Calendar for one full year (i.e., effective the second year that the
information is published in the University Calendar).

For example, a change approved in May 2005 would be first
published in the 2006-2007 University Calendar in March 20086.
Therefore the statement cannot come into effect until September
2007 (affecting applicants who apply for the September 2007 term
beginning July 2006).”

b. Where changes to admission regulations are deemed by the
approving body to be ‘advantageous to students’, normally the date
of implementation will be effective immediately or at the next
available intake for the admitting Faculty.”

GFC Academic Standards Committee (ASC) Terms of Reference
(Mandate): “B. Admission and Transfer, Academic Standing,
Marking and Grading, Term Work, Examinations, International
Baccalaureate (IB), Advanced Placement (AP)

i. All proposals from the Faculties or the Administration related to
admission and transfer, to the academic standing of students, to
institutional marking and grading policies and/or procedures and to
term work policies and procedures are submitted to the Provost and
Vice-President (Academic) (or delegate) who chairs the GFC
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Academic Standards Committee. ASC will consult as necessary with
the Faculties and with other individuals and offices in its
consideration of these proposals.

ii. ASC acts for GFC in approving routine and/or editorial changes to
both admission/transfer policies [...]

iv. ASC provides advice or recommends to the GFC Academic
Planning Committee (APC) on proposals which involve substantial
change to admission/transfer regulations or to academic standing
regulations.

GFC Academic Planning Committee (APC) Terms of Reference
(Mandate): Admission, Transfer and Academic Standing

a. To consider advice or recommendation from the GFC ASC on
proposals for the establishment of or change to general University
admission or transfer policies affecting students, including policies
affecting Open Studies students, and to act for GFC in approving
policies which in APC's view are minor or routine; and to recommend
to GFC on proposals involving major change

b. To consider advice or recommendation from the GFC ASC on
proposals which involve substantial change to admission/transfer
regulations or to academic standing regulations.

7. GFC Executive Committee Terms of Reference: Agendas of

General Faculties Council

GFC has delegated to the Executive Committee the authority to
decide which items are placed on a GFC agenda, and the order in
which those agenda items appear on each GFC agenda.

When ordering items, the GFC Executive Committee will be mindful
of any matters that are of particular concern to students during
March and April so that the student leaders who bring those items
forward are able to address these items at GFC before their terms
end.

When recommendations are forwarded to General Faculties Council
from APC, the role of the Executive shall be to decide the order in
which items should be considered by GFC. The Executive
Committee is responsible for providing general advice to the Chair
about proposals being forwarded from APC to GFC.

In recent years, numerous international surveys of the performance of health systems, including that
of the Commonwealth Fund, have demonstrated that Canada is one of the worst performers in the
categories of safety, efficiency and timeliness of care.

Issues facing health systems in Canada are numerous, complex, and readily visible. Examples include:

e Difficult financial circumstances and both real and perceived threats to the sustainability of
their health systems

e The lack of innovative and collaborative approaches in federal-provincial relationships to help
address health care issues

e Pressing health workforce issues affecting the cost and quality of care — what options are
feasible when labour agreements can drive many decisions and limit choice?

o The rapid pace of technological change, leading to many new and innovative health
technologies that challenge existing priority-setting and decision-making processes within
health systems

e The need to optimize outcomes through stronger community-based care services that
minimize reliance on the acute care system

These issues are not new, yet they remain, in part because of the complex systems in which health
care is funded, financed and delivered. Traditionally, attempts to resolve them have involved
predominantly health policy-makers. However, it is well known that the range of individuals and
sectors impacted, as well as the intended and unintended outcomes, often extend beyond health.
Therefore, solutions based on ‘whole systems thinking’ or ‘systems thinking’ are required. This is an
approach to problem solving that “views problems as part of a wider, dynamic system”. Each
problem comprises sets of interrelated components within or across systems that, if considered in
isolation, can lead to problems elsewhere. Systems thinking examines interrelationships among these
components by incorporating a range of perspectives, conditions, connections and capabilities into a
dynamic analysis”. In the case of a health system issue, this means bringing together the public and
private sectors, as well as multiple disciplinary traditions from both health and non-health areas.
While systems thinking provides opportunities to establish direct links to policy-making, enhance
processes, and improve outcomes, it challenges existing power relations and structures. Thus, there
is a need for mechanisms that align perspectives, priorities and policies within and across adaptive
systems and an environment which enables their development.

Therefore, it is proposed that a Centre for Health System Improvement (CHSI) be established within
the School of Public Health (SPH), University of Alberta.

SPH at the University of Alberta is currently the only School in Canada accredited by the Council on
Education in Public Health (CEPH). The mission of CEPH is to assure “quality in public health education
and training to achieve excellence in practice, research and service, through collaboration with
organizational and community partners.”

Even before the establishment of the School of Public Health, a Master of Health Services
Administration (MHSA) program was offered by its predecessor in the Faculty of Medicine. Its first
cohort graduated in 1971. The MHSA has now been supplanted by the MPH in health policy and
management. Hundreds of MHSA and MPH graduates have served and continue to serve the needs of
health systems across Canada. They include deputy ministers of health, heads of hospitals and health
regions, chairs of boards and statutory bodies, and senior executives in health organizations in both
the public and private sectors. Many of them remain actively linked to the School through alumni
activities, teaching in the School’s graduate programs, or participating as adjunct faculty.
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Also, members of the School’s faculty continue to work with Alberta Health and Alberta Health
Services on various projects and provide research support and advice to these organizations on both a
formal and informal basis. As a commitment to its engagement with relevant communities, the SPH
has had an Executive-in-Residence for the past 4 years. In addition, the School has built into its faculty
evaluation process recognition of activities that foster relationships with such communities. With
“engaged scholarship” as a key expectation, the role of faculty members in policy arenas in Alberta
and elsewhere has increased significantly. The existing expertise in the School in disciplines related to
applied health research and faculty members’ connections with leaders in the health system and
other academic disciplines in the University provide the basis for establishing a Centre that could
collectively and cohesively harness these assets to address health system issues. Specifically, the
proposed Centre would bring together the research, education and practice knowledge needed from
multiple sectors and disciplines to propose solutions that improve health outcomes within a
sustainable public system.

The School continues to be engaged in projects addressing health system issues, whose success relies
on strong, enduring relationships with individuals in the health system.

Key members of the proposed centre include:

Drs. Devidas Menon and Tania Stafinski have been engaged in health systems research for over 15
years. For over a decade, the School has been home to the Health Technology & Policy Unit (HTPU).
The Unit undertakes assessments of the clinical, economic, social and system implications of
introducing new health technologies into health systems through the Alberta Health Technologies
Decision Process (AHTDP). This involves formal linkages with researchers from the University of
Calgary and the Institute of Health Economics, as well as senior representatives of AH, AHS, the
College of Physicians and Surgeons of Alberta, the Collage and Association of Registered Nurses of
Alberta and the Canadian medical industry association, MEDEC. It also develops innovative methods
for health technology assessment (HTA) aimed at addressing issues related to key steps in the HTA
process. They include horizon scanning and environmental scanning to identify potential
technologies for assessment, priority-setting of technologies for assessment (e.g., value of
information analysis), approaches to determining clinical benefit that reflect patient preferences and
broader social values, decision analytic modeling and economic evaluation, incorporation of HTA into
decision-making, the design and implementation of alternative funding options that balance access to
promising technologies with the need to ensure effective and efficient use of limited healthcare
resources (e.g., managed entry or access with evidence development (AED)), and approaches to the
review of companion diagnostics. Research has also been undertaken examining the diffusion of
technologies into health systems across Canada. This work has been funded by the Alberta Heritage
Foundation for Medical Research, the Government of Alberta and Health Canada. Prior to joining the
University of Alberta, Dr. Menon had served as the founding Executive Director of the Canadian
Coordinating Office for Health Technology Assessment (now the Canadian Agency for Drugs and
Technologies in Health) and the CEO of the Institute of Health Economics.

Drs. Menon and Stafinski have also have an active research program relating to policies relating to the
introduction and management of new technologies for managing rare diseases, which have unique
aspects to them. PRISM (Promoting Rare-disease Innovations within Sustainable Mechanisms) is a
multi-disciplinary and multi-sectoral collaborative funded by the CIHR and centered at the SPH. The
research team includes health policy researchers, health economists, health law scholars, academic
clinicians and bioethicists from universities in Canada, the United States, and Europe. Key knowledge
users include senior executives from the government so Alberta, Ontario and the federal government.
The other non-academic groups that are partners in this project are the rare disease community (the
Canadian Organization for Rare Disorders) and pharmaceutical company, each with formal linkages
within the group. Research and knowledge translation take place in the areas of innovation and
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financing, pharmaceutical policy, patient and public engagement, and legal and ethical issues around
rare diseases.

Dr. Jeff Johnson has been a Canada Research Chair, Killam Professor and University of Alberta
Centennial Professor. His principal interest has been in diabetes management, at both the population
and health system levels, including diabetes surveillance and the assessment of the quality and
efficiency of health care for type 2 diabetes. He directs the Alliance for Canadian Health Outcomes
Research in Diabetes (ACHORD) based in the Alberta Diabetes Institute at the University of Alberta.
ACHORD's research has been influential in the development of clinical practice guidelines and health
policies related to diabetes care, locally, nationally and internationally. He also leads a productive line
of research and application of health-related quality of life measurement, including various
applications in controlled trials, population health, and health care system evaluation.

Dr. Johnson has a long history of working with national and provincial agencies, both government and
non-government, in areas of diabetes and public health policy and research. He was the co-chair of
the Scientific Working Group for the National Diabetes Surveillance System (NDSS) from 2005 to 2009,
advising the Public Health Agency of Canada on the future direction for the NDSS. He served as a
member of the Expert Committee on Drugs and Therapeutics, advising the Minister of Health on the
Alberta Drug Benefit List from 2005 until 2015. He was also actively involved in the implementation
of the Alberta Diabetes Strategy, where from 2007 to 2012, he led the Alberta Diabetes Surveillance
System (ADSS). From 2012 to 2014 he was the inaugural Scientific Director for Diabetes, Obesity and
Nutrition Strategic Clinical Network, Alberta Health Services.

Dr. Dean Eurich was previously a CIHR New Investigator and an AHFMR Population Health
Investigator, and now holds the Canada Research Chair in Chronic Disease Prevention and
Management. He is a Joint Lead, Career Development in Methods & Health Services Research
platform for Alberta's Strategy for Patient Oriented Research (SPOR) Support for People and Patient-
Oriented Research and Trials (SUPPORT) Unit. Dr. Eurich’ research has focused largely in the areas of
clinical epidemiology and health services research, focusing on three core areas - diabetes, heart
failure, and community acquired pneumonia. Collectively, these diseases affect a large number of
patients, are rapidly increasing due to our aging population, and result in significant morbidity and
mortality, particularly in the elderly. Moreover, these disease states often co-exist within individual
patients, placing tremendous strain on health care systems due to the high degree of health services
utilization associated with their management. His research aims to evaluate health outcomes and
health services use in general, with particular interested in knowledge synthesis and evaluation of the
safety and effectiveness of drug therapies in real-world settings. Dr. Eurich also continues to explore
and expand on methodology (i.e., study design and analytic methods) to improve the evaluation of
interventions within clinical and large population-based administrative data sets.

Dr. Eurich’s work has been directly translated into policy actions and ultimately to patient care,
including policy changes by the Food and Drug Administration in the US and Health Canada, whereby
both governing bodies changed product labels to allow the use of the drug metformin in patients with
diabetes & heart failure. This research has been incorporated in all major clinical practice guidelines
for the management of diabetes around the world, as well as international heart failure clinical
practice guidelines.

Dr. Arto Ohinmaa is professor of health economics and co-Director of the Alberta PROMS and EQ-5D
Support Unit (APERSU). APERSU is an intermediary office that connects the EuroQol foundation with
non-commercial users of EQ-5D instruments and other patient reported outcome measures (PROMs)
in the province of Alberta, Canada. Its vision is “to improve decisions by end-users and stakeholders
about health and health care in Alberta by promoting, coordinating, and supporting the use of EQ-5D
and other patient-reported outcome measures for the measurement and valuation of health”.
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Dr. Ohinmaa’s main research areas include economic evaluation of health care programs, health
related quality of life measurement, health technology assessment, distribution of health and health
care costs in the population, economic assessment of health promotion programs, mental health and
vaccination and connection with health economic studies and policy decisions. His special research
interest has been assessment of the telemedicine and telehealth applications. His research has often
had a close link to decision making in government and health care organizations.

Recent strategic faculty recruitment at the Assistant Professor rank in the SPH has brought further
strength that will contribute to the evaluation and success of the proposed Centre. These include Dr.
Mike Paulden, a health economist, and Drs. Stephanie Montesanti and Elaine Hyshka, who add
policy analysis and research expertise to the School.

The Centre will draw on experts in other faculties on campus, who will be invited to join the centre as
Academic Fellows. To date the following have committed to participating:

Dr. Lee Green, Professor and Chair, Department of Family Medicine, Faculty of Medicine and
Dentistry — he is AIHS Translational Chair in Health Care Research, with a focus on primary care;

Dr. Brian Holroyd, Professor and Chair, Department of Emergency Medicine, Faculty of Medicine and
Dentistry, with a specific interest in the optimal utilization of emergency room services

Dr. Carole Easterbrook, Professor and Canada Research Chair in Knowledge Translation, Faculty of
Nursing, who has research expertise in chronic and elderly care;

Dr. Cheryl Sadowski, Professor, Faculty of Pharmacy and Pharmaceutical Sciences — who will
contribute her expertise in geriatrics, pharmaceutical practice and policies.

The School’s emphasis on engagement also places it in an ideal position to contribute to training the
next generation of health services researchers. The Canadian Health Services and Policy Research
Alliance (CHSRPA), established by the Canadian Institutes of Health Research, recently concluded that
health services and policy research doctoral candidates are currently not adequately prepared for a
market that needs them in order to improve our health systems. The CHSPRA has stated that in
Canada, we need successful training modernization that harnesses the full talents of PhD-trained
individuals for continuous health system improvement. As a consequence, the CIHR has launched the
first of a planned sequence of training programes, initially at the post-doctoral level, and subsequently
to doctoral student. These programs require the very active engagement of, and supervision by,
health system decision-makers in the education of trainees. The School’s existing linkages with
various areas in AH and AHS meet a necessary condition for success in obtaining trainee funding
through these initiatives. We are pleased to announce that the School of Public Health is among 3
institutions in western Canada and 12 across Canada to be awarded a start-up grant to develop a
postdoctoral program in partnership with Alberta Health.

SPH has recently introduced a Fellowship in Health Systems Improvement (FHSI) executive program
as part of its efforts to create resilient, adaptive leaders who can bring about transformative change.
This 6-module program geared towards mid-career executives in health systems in Canada has in its
first cohort twenty participants from four provinces. Participants complete a major project (Action
Learning Project) that addresses an issue defined by a health organization in Canada. Each project
requires ‘sign-off’ from a senior executive in that organization, and is guided by a steering committee
comprised of academics and executive leaders. Health organizations engaged in this year’s projects
include AH, AHS, British Columbia’s Interior Health, Saskatchewan’s Ministry of Health and Quality
Council and Cancer Care Ontario.

Creation of the Centre is an integral part of the Research component of the School of Public Health
strategic plan adopted in_2014. Health System Improvement is the corner stone of research in SPH,
the others being Environment and Health, Society and Health, and Global Health. Our proposal also
aligns well with the new UAlberta strategic Plan, For the Public Good, with relevance to all main goals.

Operations Assistant

The Centre will initially be a single-faculty centre reportable to the Dean of the School of Public
Health, although its key academic members are drawn from several health sciences faculties. We
have the endorsement of all the deans of the Health Sciences Council. It is anticipated that once
firmly established, the Centre will invite other health sciences (and non-health sciences) faculties to
join in the governance of the Centre —and also contribute to its financial sustainability.

The Scientific Director is the academic and administrative head of the Centre, who is a tenured faculty
member in the School of Public Health. There are several categories of members and fellows:

e Executive Fellows — Senior health executives, such as assistant deputy ministers and VPs of health
authorities, chief medical/nursing officers, etc, will be invited based on their potential
contributions to and support of the mission of the Centre;

e Academic Fellows — current faculty members from both SPH and other faculties, whose research
expertise is aligned with the Centre’s objectives, and who have strong collaborations with health
system organizations;

e FHSI Members — participants who have completed our Fellowship in Health System Improvement
executive program, if they do not qualify as executive or academic fellows;

o Trainee Members — postdoctoral, doctoral and master’s students enrolled in SPH or being
supervised by one or more Academic Fellows of the Centre
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The Scientific Director will be supported by a Centre Priorities Committee drawn from the executive
and academic fellows, and additional advisors from outside the University.

The International Advisory Board consists of senior, experienced, international leaders in different
fields who will provide strategic advice to the Centre. We have recruited the following individuals to
date:

e Lord Nigel Crisp, former Chief Executive, National Health Service, and Permanent Secretary, UK
Department of Health; currently Independent Member, House of Lords [London, UK]

e Ken Fyke, former deputy minister of health, BC and Saskatchewan [Victoria, BC]

e Janet Davidson, former Administrator, Alberta Health Services, and deputy minister of health,
Alberta; current Board Chair, Canadian Institute for Health Information [Victoria, BC]

e Stephen Duckett, former deputy secretary of the Commonwealth Department of Health,
Australia, and current health program director, Grattan Institute [Melbourne, Australia]

e Anil Arora, Chief Statistician of Canada, Statistics Canada [Ottawa, ON]

e Murray Ross, Vice President, Kaiser-Permanente Health Plan and Director, Institute of Health
Policy [Oakland, CA, USA]- to be confirmed

The Scientific Director will be the academic and administrative head of the Centre. We intend to
recruit into this position. After its approval and while the Centre is being developed (year 1), the role
of the Scientific Director would be filled by a Joint Leadership Team of 3 individuals. These are Dr. D.
Menon (full-time tenured faculty), Dr. T. Stafinski (full-time university staff) and Mr. A. Bhatti
(Executive-in-Residence, SPH). During this first year, in addition to actively engaged in the recruitment
of the Scientific Director, the joint leadership team will be responsible for developing relationships
between the Centre and senior executives in the provincial health system and with faculty members
from numerous disciplines whose experience, expertise and interest would contribute to the Centre’s
work. The team will also establish categories of affiliations among the different groups that have been
individually engaged with the SPH over the past years, and work with the Development Office to
promote the Centre and attract philanthropic donations. A Centre workplan for subsequent years will
also be developed.

Employees

Year 1: The Joint Leadership Team will consist of a senior faculty member (0.33FTE), a university staff
member (0.33) and the School’s Executive-in-Residence (0.33FTE). The first 2 of these will be
university employees, and the third will have a contractual arrangement with the School of Public
Health. A half-time Operations Assistant will also be recruited as UAlberta non-academic staff.

Subsequent years: A full-time Scientific Director, who will hold a faculty position in the SPH will be
recruited, and the Operations Assistant will convert to a full-time position.

We are not seeking funding from central university sources. Operational expenses will be met by
SPH sources [see details under Financial Plan].

It is anticipated that these costs will be supported, in part, through fund development. Additional
funds which are not included here, would include contributions from health system organizations

who are engaged in activities with the Centre. The Office of Advancement will also be raising funds for

an endowed chair to assume the position of Scientific Director. The cost of the Scientific Director is
included here but is actually be part of the School of Public Health’s operating budget for academic
salaries.

Financial Plan

Operational expenses will be met by SPH sources. These will be derived from its share of indirect
costs of research and pooling of existing large multi-year grants and contracts held by SPH faculty
members. The Scientific Director’s salary is covered by SPH’s faculty budget.

To ensure financial sustainability, SPH will guarantee a minimum of $200,000 per year to the
Centre for 3 years, to be tapered off by year 5, depending on centre revenue. Beyond Year 5, the
Centre is expected to be completely self-sustaining.

Many of the current activities of the elements that would comprise the centre have been funded

through contracts and grants from organizations in the health system. APERSU (mentioned above)

has a commitment of $1.32 million over 5 years, funding being provided in part by Alberta Health
Services and the Health Quality Council of Alberta. The HTPU (also mentioned above) is currently
funded for a 5 —year period ($3.22 million from the government of Alberta and Health Canada).
PRISM, the rare disease research program’s initial funding was for $1.45 for 5 years from CIHR.
These funds have allowed for the development of capacity to support the kinds of research and
knowledge translation that the centre is envisaged to undertake.

We cannot of course predict the future, but based on our track record, we are certain of
continuing service contracts from major government agencies in Alberta and also new research
grants from national funding agencies. The School of Public Health is committed to sustaining the
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administrative and operational costs of the Centre, which is our strategic priority.

One potential reason for termination will be the lack of sufficient revenue
and the inability of the Centre to continue operation after the 5 years of guaranteed support from
SPH. All contract agreements still in force will be honoured by SPH and the work completed by
individual faculty members even after the Centre has been terminated. In the event of termination,
there will be a transition period during which staff re-deployment or layoff will be phased in. While
seeking donor support for operations, we do not contemplate seeking or receiving endowment and

Faculty of Physical Education and Recreation - Faculty Name Change Process
Executive Summary

For the first time in over 40 years, the Faculty of Physical Education and Recreation
has, following extensive research and consultation with internal and external
stakeholders, voted at Faculty Council to support a new faculty name to go forward
for approval to General Faculty Council (GFC).

The impetus for the name change came from a need to better reflect the nature and
breadth of offerings within the Faculty. Specifically, the term ‘Physical Education’,
which is at the historic heart of the Faculty, was felt to no longer reflect the areas of
teaching or research within the Faculty. Largely due to student demand, the long-
standing Bachelor of Physical Education (BPE) was changed in 2015 to a Bachelor of
Kinesiology (BKin), leaving the Faculty with no degree or offerings in the area of
physical education.

The timing of the name change was in response to recommendations made by the
2014-15 Presidential Visiting Committee’s (PVC) and in the Faculty strategic
planning process of 2016. Additionally, the need for the Faculty name to reflect the
fields of research and study given recent changes to existing degree programs
provides timeliness to the proposal.

After a nine-month iterative process, a majority of Faculty Council voted to support
the change the name of the Faculty of Physical Education and Recreation to the
Faculty of Kinesiology, Sport, and Recreation.

Once approved by GFC, the Faculty of Kinesiology, Sport, and Recreation will
become:
* One of the last faculties of our type in Canada to change its name from
Physical Education to Kinesiology,
* Remain the oldest faculty in Canada to have Recreation in the name, and
* Become the first faculty in Canada to have Sport in the name.

The Faculty of Physical Education and Recreation has a strong history and tradition.
Recently ranked as one of the top ten in the world for sports-related subjects by the
prestigious QS World University Rankings, the renaming of the Faculty describes the
diversity and breadth of offerings within the faculty and positions the faculty well
over the coming decades to maintain and extend its strong national and
international reputation.
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Introduction

The Faculty of Physical Education and Recreation (FPER) has a long and storied
history of one of Canada’s leading faculties in the area of physical activity and
exercise, sport and recreation. Recently ranked in the top ten programs
internationally in sports-related subjects?!, FPER is one of Canada’s few integrated
faculties. FPER houses a multi-disciplinary academic program that serves over 1,000
undergraduate students and more than 150 graduate students. In addition, the
Faculty is the home for Campus & Community Recreation (CCR) and Golden Bears
and Pandas Athletics (GBPA). These two service arms of the Faculty touch more
than 1.5 million users annually from the campus and broader community.

Established more than 70 years ago, the roots of the Faculty lie in physical education
and the preparation of physical educators. Over the past seven decades, the
academic breadth of the Faculty has become much, much broader. Currently the
Faculty has seven research clusters and, importantly for this discussion, no longer
directly prepares students to become physical educators. The areas of research
focus include:

* Adapted Physical Activity

* Coaching Studies and Sport Psychology

* Health Psychology and Behavioural Medicine

* Neuroscience and Movement

* Physiology

* Recreation, Sport, and Tourism and

* Sociocultural Studies

The field of physical education has changed and evolved over the past 70 years and
it is now past time for the Faculty to respond in updating its name and brand to
remain a leader nationally and internationally. Following are some key historical
events and dates that lead to the request for a Faculty name change.

Proposed Name

The Oxford Comma

It should be noted that the inclusion of the comma following Sport in the Faculty of
Kinesiology, Sport, and Recreation did not come without much thought and debate
at Faculty Council. Use of the ‘Oxford Comma’ denotes that Sport and Recreation are
separate academic disciplines and should thus be denoted as such in the name
Kinesiology, Sport, and Recreation as opposed to Kinesiology, Sport and Recreation.

Faculty Council Faculty Name Change Motions

At the Faculty of Physical Education and Recreation Faculty Council on May 24,
2017, the following motions were made and carried with quorum present.

Motion 7.1:  Be it moved that the vote on the Faculty name be conducted by
electronic ballot sent to all voting members of Faculty Council
(N=100). The electronic ballot shall open at 12:00 noon on
Wednesday May 24th, 2017 and close at 11:59 am on Wednesday May
31st, 2017. The preferred name for the Faculty will require a majority
vote of quorum. For the electronic vote, quorum will require voting
response from a minimum of forty percent (40%) of voting members
of Faculty Council. For this purpose an abstaining vote will count
towards quorum, whereas no voting response will not.

Result: Carried

Motion 7.2:  Be it moved that the wording on the electronic ballot be as follows:
“The Faculty of Physical Education and Recreation has gone through an
extensive process in consideration of a new Faculty name. Following
approval from the Academic Planning Committee (APC), Faculty
Management Group (FMG) and Faculty Executive Committee (FEXC) the
following two (2) names are presented. Please indicate your preferred
name for the Faculty from the following choices. Should you not wish to
support either of the names below, please indicate your abstention.

a) Faculty of Kinesiology and Recreation
b) Faculty of Kinesiology, Sport and Recreation
c) Abstain.”

Result: Carried
Electronic Vote

As per Motion 7.1 endorsed by Faculty Council on May 24, 2017 the electronic vote
opened at 12 noon on Wednesday May 24th, 2017 and closed at 11:59 am on
Wednesday May 31st, 2017. There were a total of 85 voting responses received
from the 100 eligible members of faculty Council. The results of the vote were as
follows:

* Choice: Abstain = 5

* Choice: Faculty of Kinesiology, Sport, and Recreation = 62

No voting response = 15

Having achieved quorum, the preferred name of the Faculty as supported by the
majority of Faculty Council was the Faculty of Physical Education, Sport, and
Recreation.

Kinesiology in the proposed new name

Kinesiology is the study of human movement and is the term that has, for
more than a quarter of a century, been promoted as the label for the study of
physical activity in higher education3.

Kinesiology has grown to be the accepted domain name for the multi-
disciplinary study of human movement in higher education.

Kinesiology has replaced the term physical education in many degree titles,
fields of study, department and faculty names over the past quarter century.
Kinesiology is viewed as better defining the current broad multi- and inter-
disciplinary fields of study in our area, than the term physical education,
which has been viewed as restrictive, evoking a vocational, teaching-training
educational focus.

Sport in the proposed new name

Sport reflects both the academic and service offerings of the Faculty.
Academically, the Faculty offers and undergraduate degree with a focus on
sport (Bachelor of Arts in Recreation, Sport and Tourism, BARST).
Additionally, the Faculty offers an undergraduate major is Sport Performance
and Sport Coaching, as well as Canada’s first dedicated Master’s degree is
sport coaching (Master of Coaching, MCoach).

The service arms of the Faculty deliver and support outstanding sport
programs and services.

Campus & Community Recreation (CCR) supports more than 2000 student
athletes who participate in one (or more) of the 21 competitive and
recreational Club Sport programs operated within the Faculty. CCR also
oversees more than 400,000 square feet of sport and recreation facilities,
including the Clare Drake Arena, The Van Vliet Complex on the north campus
and Foote Field and the Saville Community Sports Centre on our South
Campus.

At the University of Regina, we transitioned from Faculty of Physical Activity Studies to Facuity of
Kinesiology and Health Studies in 2002; our Bachelor of Physical Activity Studies became the Bachelor of
Kinesiology at that time. More recently, we added the Bachelor of Health Studies {2006) and the
Bachelor of Sport and Recreation Studies (2010). Our students, alumni, and faculty welcomed the
changes that involved the word Kinesiology (Faculty and degree).

I write in response to your request for support for a proposed change of name for the Faculty of
Physical Education and Recreation and further to our recent conversation.

As we discussed, I have not had the opportunity to take the matter to Law Faculty Council for
discussion and formal endorsement as your request came following the last LFC of the 2016-17
academic year. The first LFC meeting of the 2017-18 year is not until October 3.

That said, and as we also discussed, your year-long process of engagement with faculty, staff,
students, alumni and stakeholders has been comprehensive, the rationale for the proposed name
change is clear, and your Faculty Council has endorsed the change. I believe that it is important to
respect the wishes of the community most directly affected where opportunities for consultation
and input have been broad. Accordingly, I see no reason that the Faculty of Law would object to
the proposed change.
