12.2 Definitions

The eight-month period from September to April is referred to as “Fall/

“Spring/Summer”.

(6) Open Studies Student:Open Studies Student:Open Studies Student:Open Studies Student:Open Studies Student: A student who is registered in selected credit

courses, but who is not following a degree or diploma program.

(7) Special StudentSpecial StudentSpecial StudentSpecial StudentSpecial Student: A student who has been permitted to register in one or

more courses which are not being taken for credit toward a degree or

diploma at this or another institution. To be considered for admission as

a Special Student, applicants must normally have received a university

degree from an accredited postsecondary institution, must present a

competitive admission grade point average, and meet English Language

proficiency requirements as specified in §13.3. Special Students must

apply for admission to the Faculty in which they plan to take the majority

of their courses. Since the University is a limited enrolment institution,

priority in admission is given to applicants to degree programs.
