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212 Programs and Services

212.1 Adult Education
The Faculty of Extension provides continuing professional education for

educators of adults from a wide range of public and private agencies,

including business and industry, government departments, social service

agencies, hospitals, community organizations, and educational institutions.

These seminars and workshops serve instructors, trainers, staff development

officers, counsellors, group leaders, curriculum designers and librarians alike.
